Instructions for Unlimited Play Activation:

. When you arrive at Dave & Buster’s Daly City location, go up to that first counter you see at the top
of the stairs where they sell Power Cards and ask for a manager.
. Present your card to the manager and ask to please activate the unlimited video play which was

purchased from Argonne Elementary School as a fundraiser. Other staff members are not able to
activate the unlimited video play.

. The unlimited video play is only for the date of activation - keep that in mind.

. Unlimited video play is for any game that usually has a blue colored card reader - usually arcade
games, driving games, shooting games, and air hockey.

. Chips will be deducted for any game that earns you anything in return for playing such as: tickets or
cards, claw machines, stuffed animal, hoops, coin drop games and such. Chips do not expire.

. Your card can swipe once per minute. This means two kids can share a card but they must be patient

and of course in close enough vicinity to each other to share the card. We know, we’ve done it. ©
